In order to make the training program more focused, Beijing Normal University will design training plans according to the demands of trainees and the Chinese language teaching situation in the US.

The Office of Chinese Language Council International (Hanban) will provide tuition, accommodations and other financial aid. If trainee needs a higher standard accommodation, he or she should pay the cost by himself or herself. 

VI Training Certificate
Upon completion of the training, an examination will be held. Those who pass the exam will be awarded a certificate by Hanban. More than three absences will deprive you of the opportunity to obtain the certificate.
